GUIDELINES:

1. Colored pens, pencils, crayons, paints, or any combination thereof, may be used. Collages and computer-assisted designs are acceptable,
but must reflect an original design/concept of the student. Photo credits are encouraged, especially for images taken from c opyrighted
sources.

2. Must design ONE SIDE ONLY of 2"x8” bookmark.

3. Students must print their name, school, and grade on the blank side of the bookmark and fill out registration form completely.
